General Description 

 

The aim of these designs was to create fast, competitive racing/cruising yachts, without sacrificing 
any aspect of safety or comfort. 

To meet this goal, such issues as stability, sailing characteristics, sail handling and comfort, both 
while sailing and staying in the harbour, were all taken into account. 

The result is that each yacht is a fast and competitive sailing yacht that can be easily sailed by a small 
crew, while offering comfortable accommodation for 4 to 6 people as required. 

 

Construction  

 

The hull of the yachts is of marine plywood lapstrake type construction with glass/epoxy laminate on 
the inside as well as the outside. Deck, cabin and cockpit are constructed in marine ply wood. 

The keel is of a constructed steel fin and a leaden bulb and is easy to build and has a low centre of 
gravity. 

 

Rig 

 

Handling and effectiveness were the starting points when it came to the design of the sail plan. A 
large mainsail and a high aspect jib meet these requirements. The high aspect jib is easy to handle 
and can be used under all weather conditions, as well as a Genoa I. A full-batten main and a good 
reefing system offer you the possibility to reduce sail area from the cockpit. A code 3 Gennaker can 
be sailed on the bow or the beam. 

 

Cockpit 

 

The Crest Yachts have roomy cockpits. 

Placing the traveller behind the tiller has created comfortable cockpit seats. The tiller steering, one of 
this yacht's sporting features, ensures very direct steering. The coaming offers both a comfortable 
backrest and good seating for the sporting sailor. Under the starboard cockpit seat you will find a 
spacious storage locker. 

 

 

 

 



Interior – general 

 

The spacious cabin offers headroom in the most essential areas. Entering the cabin you will find the 
galley, situated on port and the chart table and the head on starboard. These 3 facilities are also 
known as the "wet area", because these are the places that you will enter in your wet-weather gear. 
Having the "wet area" in the centre of the boat makes it possible to keep the other areas dry while 
sailing, providing considerable comfort afterwards. The saloon is spacious with 2 comfortable settees 
that seat a minimum of 6 persons. The 10 or 15 kW engine is located behind the companion way. 

 

Navigation area 

 

The chart table is located athwartship in the yacht, allowing you to stay in touch with the instruments 
and the chart while sailing. In the harbour the chart table seat can be turned towards the saloon table 
to extend the number of seats around the table. There is ample space for instruments over the chart 
table. Sailing gear, life jackets, etc., can be stored in the locker between the chart table and the 
heads. 

 

Head 

 

The head contain a toilet, a washbasin, ample cupboard space and a locker for wet clothing. There is 
sufficient floor area and headroom to allow for a shower. 

 

Aft cabin 

 

The aft cabin is spacious. Particular attention has been paid to headroom over the floor area and the 
double berth. A cupboard annex wardrobe and various lockers over the berth offer plenty of storage 
space on longer trips.

Why PLYWOOD? 

CNC routed plywood kits remove the need for lofting from plans and prevents errors in this process of 
reading from plans and setting out exactly what the designer requires. 

It is also cost effective not only because of its price compared to newer composite materials, but 
because of minimum use of materials purchased and thus very little wastage, as all the ply 
components are laid out to scale on the computer first and close packed onto each ply sheet. Cutting 
is minimal. 

Over the whole construction period you can save many weeks, or even months of work through this 
method. 

With plywood kits you only need resin and fibreglass mat strips to join it all together. 

Since the discovery of osmosis, gel-coat cracking or delamination by GRP yacht owners and, with the 
arrival of modern epoxies, timber boats are looking the best option for the amateur boat builder. They 
keep moisture at bay and thus prevent wet rot of the timber and provide a hard impervious surface 
finish. 

It is by far the best material available, for the strongest and lightest construction, the largest volume of 
boat, at the fastest speed of construction, for the minimum cost of materials, and provides the best 
longevity of the yacht’s life compared to most comparable materials.
